.  .  Statement  .  . 

• A statement is a sentence that tells you some 
information. 

• It ends with a period. 

. 



.  .  Command  .  . 

• A command is a sentence that tells you to do 

something. 

• It ends with a period. 

. 



?  ?  Question  ?  ? 

• A question is a sentence that asks you for 

some information. 

• It ends with a question mark. 

? 



!  !  Exclamation  !  ! 

• An exclamation sentence shows excitement 

or strong feelings. 

• It ends with an exclamation point.
